   Reburial rites for Pfc. Willie B. Waring, 20, of Dayton, son of
Mr. and Mrs. W.B. Waring, will be held in Dayton Saturday, March
19, at 2 p.m. in the Pace-Stancil Funeral Home chapel.
   Rev. Joe B. Wells, former pastor of the Dayton Methodist
Church and now pastor of the Methodist Church at Trinity, will of-
ficiate at the chapel services. Military rites, conducted by Liberty’s
Nolan D. Pickett Post No. 5621, Veterans of Foreign Wars, will be
held at the graveside, with burial in Magnolia Park Cemetery.
   Pfc. Waring’s body is expected to arrive in Dayton Friday,
March 18, at 9:20 a.m.
   Waring, who had enlisted in the Marines September 1942, be-
fore he was quite 18, was killed by enemy action on the island of
Guam on July 27, 1944. He had been overseas 18 months and
had seen action in the Bougainville and Guadalcanal campaigns.

   He is survived by his parents, Mr. and Mrs. W.B. Waring; one
brother, Tommy Waring, and one sister, Mrs. R.J. Sisk, all of Dayton. 
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
